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Governors Concerned Over Iraq

The nation's governors are expressing growing concern that the extended deployment of National Guard
Iraq is depleting troop resources at home and threatening to leave states unable to respond to the natural di:
unrest and other domestic emergencies that traditionally lead governors to call out the Guard.

The state's leaders, meeting at the summer gathering of the National Governors Association, said they w:
that the extended overseas deployments, combined with deddiniisgments and National Guard stints becoming let
postings in war zones, would strip them of what has been for years a bulwark against domestic emergencies.

"If we had a major natural disaster, we would be stretched thin," said Gov. Mike Huckabee of Ark
Republican who will take over as the chairman of the association on Monday. "l think all governors right now ar
about the long-term impact of long deployment and frequent deployment on recruiting and retention. It is a maj
concern."

Gov. Mark Warner of Virginia, a Democrat and the departing chairman, said, "We are changing the role ¢
soldier to soldier-citizen."

He later added, "Is it really the best use to take a first responder from home and put him in to guard an
Saudi Arabia?"

Gov. Mike Rounds of South Dakota, a Republican, said he was confident that his state could dea
emergency today, but feared the changing nature of guard duty would force a decline in enlistmerdslmstuieats.

"It's working today," Mr. Rounds said. "But the concern that a lot of us have is keeping them in for a se
third enlistment."

The governors, in two days of interviews and public appearances, said they were not questioning the |
National Guard troops, or, in most cases, the necessity of the war. "This is not governors being critical of the w
Mr. Warner said.

They also said there had been no talk among the governors about reinstituting a draft to compensate for -
shortfalls that are a cost of an all-volunteer army. The governors are planning to meet privately with the ch
National Guard Bureau, Lt. Gen. H. Steven Blum, on Monday to discuss their concerns. A spokesman for the Gt
JohnToniolli, said that General Blum was "well aware of the concern" and that he promised shortly after he bec
to try to assure states they would always have 50 percent of their Guard troops at home and available.

Over all, the number of Reserve and National Guard troops on both domestic and overseas missions it
and military officials expect that trend to continue, offering part-time soldiers who have been on long tours of
chance to return home.

Still, several governors described their states as one disaster away from a calamity. "Being in the West i
year of a drought, we have concern about what we've seen in the past, such as that a wildfire can hit where
utilize the National Guard," said Governor Dirk Kempthorne of Idaho, a Republican.

For Governor Kathleen Babinea@anco of Louisiana, the major concern was with hurricanes. She and thre
states in the hurricane belt - Florida, Alabama, and Mississippi - have agreed to help one another in the case ¢
hurricanes or other disasters, as they tried to adjust to tighter circumstances in their states.

"Jeb Bush already called me once this year to say, 'I'm just checking in,' " said Ms. Blanco, a Democrat, r
Florida's governor. Mr. Bush, a Republican, did not attend the conferencélukkabee said the fear in Arkansas
tornadoes.

"We could manage it now," he said. "But the problem is if we had to deploy our guards for an extended
time for recovery of, let's say a tornado or some other type of natural disaster, we would by necessity be pull
who had just gotten back from war. And who have already been gone from their families for almost three years."

For the fiscal year ending June 30, the Army National Guard fell 23 percent short of its recruitment goal, <
only 34,589 troops; its goal was 44,989. The numbers were reflected in anecdotal reports by the governors here.

"We are not meeting the recruitment levels that we need," said Gov. Tom Vilsack of lowa, a Democrat. "Al
it's abundantly clear that we don't have personnel - whether it is full tipadrtime - to take care of all the ne
and concerns of Americans."

A number of governors, including MYilsack and Gov. MittRomney of Massachusetts, said they had taken
in their states to try to counter the decline in enroliment by offering incentives, such as college scholarships an
for first-time home buyers. "We think we are going to need to recognize the greater demand on the young men i
thatserve in the Guard by substantially improving their benefits," said Mr. Romney, a Republican.

Even with the number of Guard members decreasing in recent months, Mr. Warner said: "It still begs the larger qu

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1tOs About Who We Are As Americans

You won't find many people willing to accuse John McCain, John Warner or Lindsey Graham of being soft on 1
But the three Republican senators are giving the White House fits with their attempt to get legislation approved t
expressly prohibit cruel, inhumane or degrading treatment of detainees in U.S. custody.

There was a dramatic encounter during the floor debate last week when Senator Jeff Sessions, a Republican frc
spoke out against the legislation, saying there was no need for it because, as he put it, the detainees are not prisoners
are terrorists."

Senator McCain, of Arizona, argued that the debate "is not about who they are. It's about who we are. Amet
ourselves to a higher standard.O

The stakes in this confrontation are high. Senators McCain, Warner and Graham are all influential members of
Services Committee (Senator Warner is the chairman), and they have introduced the legislation in the form of amendr
nearly half-trillion-dollar Pentagon authorization bill for fiscal 2006.

That such an initiative would come from high-ranking, hawkish Republicans is extraordinary, and the White Hol
happy about it. In addition to prohibiting cruel and degrading treatment, the legislation would restrict military intei
techniques to those authorized in a new Army field manual.

The senators seemed clearly to have been moved by the dismay expressed by current and former members o
over the lack of uniform standards for the treatment of detainees. Many have argued |8tk dfiestandards and clear guida
from the highest levels of government have led inexorably to abuses.

SenatorMcCain has been the point person on the legislative amendments, and his office has released a letter
than a dozen retired officers, including generals, admirals and former prisoners of war, offering support for his effort ti
standards designed to rein in the abusive treatment of prisoners.

The letter said, in part, "The abuse of prisoners hurts America's cause in the war on terror, endangers U.S. servi
who might be captured by the enemy, and is anathema to the values Americans have held dear for generations."

Senator Graham, who is from South Carolina, successfully sought the declassification and release of memos fi
high-ranking military lawyers who were critical of the legal interpretations by the Bush administration that led to t
interrogation policy aGuanttnamo. One of the memos, from Maj. Gen. Jack Rives, deputy judge advocate general
Force, said, "Several of the more extreme interrogation techniques, on their face, amount to violations of domestic cri
as well as military law.

The White House has fought intensely, but so far unsuccessfully, against this revolt in the usually steadfast |
ranks. Vice President Dickheney, in a meeting with Senators WarhdcCain and Graham, said the legislation would inte
with President Bush's ability to fight terrorism. He was not able to change their minds.

Unable to fend off the amendments, the Senate majority leadeFrBill put off further consideration of the defense
until September. SenatdtcCain and his allies will try to build further support for the amendments during that period. Ths
House has threatened to veto the defense bill if the amendments are approved.

We should take a moment, however this debate turns out, to applaud the effort by three Republican senators to
the White House and insist that the United States not just fight harder than its enemies, but also stand taller. No on
surprised that these voices of reason are coming from men experienced in the ways of warM88adttovas a P.O.W. for fi
years in Vietham. Senator Graham spent many years as an Air Force lawyer. And Senator Warner is a veteran of W\
and Korea.
