Efghbging ill served to be put in such an impos
situation.

--The legalization of torture. EThe government has moved to use torture in Irag, Afghanistan, and Guantanar
expanded the CIA's use of torture by surrogate, by secretly holding prisoners outside American soil to engage in torture.

--The assertion by the executive of unilateral power to arrest and detain forever any American it deems a thre
recourse to the courts, or to proving any crime. EThis has not stirred national outrage.

--The massive growth of prisons, including the creation of economies in many rural communities based upol
industry. EThe U.S. has the highest rate of incarceration in the world on a per capita basis, and among poor an
Americans, detention, arrest and prison is more widespread than college. EMuch of America lives in a constant state «
"law".

--The decline of the role of the press as investigative and opposition journalists. EWith corporate consolidation o
the role of the press has become one of cheerleading for their corporate interests rather than investigating and holding
accountable. E Accountability is a threat to the business interests of the corporations controlling media. E

--Appeals to god and religion as the basis for politics. EThe idea of the U.S. as a Christian nation is absurd histo
founding fathers were anti-religious. Elt is being used to promote a concept of the Fatherland that reflects the mytl
structure wants to instill in the population, so they can urge restorafti&a Christian nation that never truly existed.
"Homeland" security department is an example of the attempt to create a new national myth.

--Voter fraud, disenfranchisement, and lack of accountability in voting systems. EThere is no doubt that the 20
was stolen, in the sense that the outcome did not reflect the will of the majority of voters. EIn 2004, the election was me
affect the outcome. EAIl attempts to make voting more transparent and accountable have been opposed by the Rept
structure.
